Anyone can subscribe for email no$fica$ons for general no$ces, school closures and route cancella$ons & delays.  You 

must first confirm that you have a valid email address.  To subscribe go to h"ps://

www.mybrucegreyschoolbus.ca and click on “Delays & Cancella$ons” (top right corner), then click on 

the “Subscrip$ons” icon, then click on “Subscribe”.  Enter your email address and press the “Subscribe” 

bu"on.  Our automated system will send you an email confirma$on containing a link that you will need 

to click to complete the subscrip$on process.  

Once you have confirmed your email address you will be able to login and select what you want to sub-

scribe to and update your informa$on (if necessary).
